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Down Syndrome – A Revolutionary Breakthrough In Research and Treatment

At the International for Down Syndrome in Jerusalem in a lecture about a new discovery given by Saul Kullok a scientific breakthrough in diagnosis and treatment of Down syndrome was revealed. Mr. Kullok is the Manager of an Israeli company that develops technological medical equipment.

“Through a completely new computerized system, we have located the exclusive curve of wave pulses in more than 80Z of the Down syndrome participants we examined” Kullok explained. “The finding itself indicates a specific difference in the manner in which the blood supply reaches the brain of these participants. This phenomenon has never been checked.”

 “Aside from this interesting discovery, we also introduced our new treatment system, which has been patented in the United States, Canada and Israel to 350 experts that came to the conference from all over the world, and it caused quite a stir,” Kullok added. “This non-invasive treatment sends a series of light pulses to the chest of the clothed participant, and is observed by a computer, has already demonstrated significant improvements in 100% of the children with Down syndrome that have undergone this treatment – i.e. physical growth, increased concentration, improved walking, decrease in saliva emission, and improved behavior”.

Conference participants heard that one in 1000 infants is born with Down syndrome, and more than 2.5 million individuals in the world have Down syndrome. Down syndrome individuals constitute more than 10% of the learning deficient population living in public institutions worldwide.

Kullok concluded his lecture on a positive note. “I hope that this new system of ours can be of use to all mankind, especially since it has been created to demonstrate efficiency in other areas such as the functioning of the Autonomic Nervous System link, which until now has not been used in any type of conventional treatment. Since Western and Eastern countries use invasive methods of treatment like acupuncture and drug prescriptions, it is very possible that Israel’s image will be linked to the development of non-invasive treatments based on mechanical pulses of a computer”, Kullok said.
