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Revolutionary Development in Diagnosis and Treatment of Down syndrome – At an International Conference Today.

A declaration of an unprecedented development in diagnosis and treatment of children with Down syndrome is expected today at the International Down syndrome Conference, which will be opened at the Laromme Hotel in Jerusalem.

The announcement is expected to be made by the Chairman of a Jerusalem company for development of bio-technological equipment, Saul Kullok. He will describe the discovery of a deviation in the bent form of the tension waves in the carotid vein in Down syndrome patients, which until now has not been diagnosed.

In initial research, which compares the bend in tension waves of 14 patients with Down syndrome with those of 9 normal patients, a distinct bend appeared in more that 80 percent of the Down syndrome patients. This was measured by the complex computerized diagnostic system, which was developed by the company.

As a result of the implementation of this completely novel treatment, the company issued a patent in the United States, in Israel and in Canada. This system which sends a series of light pulses to the chest which is examined by the computer, demonstrated that in a very short period of time in 100 percent of the children with down syndrome who were treated, was an amazing development in the areas of physical growth, increased concentration, manner of walking, decrease in the amount of saliva, general behavior and other areas.
